We will start a new series of messages for the month of October  
entitled, ñLiving Faith in a Scary Worldò.   We live in a time of  
uncertainty and change.  This is not new and I am not revealing          
something that you donôt already know.  Each one of us, in our own 
way, struggles to cope with the rapid changes in our world.  These 
changes affect us individually and the family structures in which we live.  
One of the emotions we feel in times like these is fear.  The fact is we 
all have our fears.  The issue is how we deal with this strong emotion. 
 
This series will examine the ways we deal with the things that frighten 
us.  I believe we use images to project the confusing and conflicting 
things we feel inside or experience in the world that we cannot control 
or understand on to some image or thing.  We create monsters or     
demons that symbolize the chaos we experience.  Why do you think 
there is such a market in Hollywood for horror movies that bring us 
characters that terrify us?  During the month of October, we will use the 
image of traditional and contemporary monsters to better understand 
what they represent and what our faith offers us to deal with them in a 
healthy way.  The images we will use are: The Walking Dead,          
Frankenstein, Dracula, the Werewolf, and the Mummy.  I know these 
seem like unusual images to talk about in church but as we go through 
this series it will make sense and it will reveal the relevance of our faith 
in this world today that seems uncontrollable, unpredictable and yes, 
scary.  
 
Fear is a powerful emotion and one that the Bible speaks to many 
times.  The message that comes through the ancient texts is ñdo not be 
afraidò.  So the Bible gives us courage to face the chaotic change within 
us and beyond us in our world.  While we are looking at the images we 
project our fear on to we will also listen for Godôs message of             
encouragement and hope that brings us calm and calls us to move   
forward with trust. 
 
While this may be an unusual way to look at these issues, it is also a 
relevant and insightful method of living with faith in a scary world.  Join 
us for this journey and think about inviting a friend.
