During Advent our theme was ñGod Bless Us, Everyone! The                  
Redemption of Scroogeò.  Each Sunday we were invited to examine 
how Ebenezer Scrooge experienced transformation and identify ways 
we share the same issues that chained him and kept him from living life 
fully.  Each day we were to name something that keeps us from living 
fully the life that God intends for us, write it on one of the gold links we 
detached from our chains, and release it to God.  This symbolized the 
freedom God provides through Godôs love that provides forgiveness 
and grace to live freely from our fears, doubts and resentments.  
Scroogeôs transformation happens in one night as he is visited by three 
spirits.  While this is a timetable we would all like to have in                      
experiencing transformation and change, it is really quite unrealistic to 
expect. 
 
 

 
 
 



Transformation and change generally take a long time to be fully       
experienced.  It would be great to go to bed one night and wake up the 
next morning a new person, a different person but that is not what   
happens for a couple of reasons.  First, change is a process.  If we 
build up habits over years that are unhealthy and destructive then for a 
change to be lasting and enduring it will take time change to healthy 
habits.  As we will talk about on the Sundays during this month, our 
brains are trained by the habits we consistently do every day.  So, if we 
want to change and make it last we will have to practice new habits 
consistently for a good period of time.  Secondly, lasting change doesnôt 
happen to people who donôt take an honest look at how their habits or 
behavior has caused them and others pain.  Just as Scrooge was 
awakened by the three spirits to see life around him so we have to 
have our eyes open and be willing to stay in a place where the        
consequences of our thoughts and actions can be seen and felt.  We, 
like Scrooge, would like to have the pain in our lives dealt with           
expediently, but no true healing will come from a quick fix. 
 
 
So what are we to do?  Well, this month we will talk about some      
spiritual habits we can form that will help us experience transformation.  
Let me be clear here.  Doing these exercises does not guarantee          
transformation but by using them we will put ourselves in a position to 
be transformed.  When you watch anyone who has become proficient 
in some skill you will notice that they practice the same way they did 
when they were just learning that skill.  Major league baseball players 
practice the fundamentals of the game the same way they did with they 
were little leaguers.  It is the same way with a professional musician or 
artist or some other skilled person. 
 
So here are the practices or exercises we will talk about over the next 
few months; Worship, Reading the Bible, Meditating on Scripture,  
Prayer, Meditation, Small Group/Study, Service, Giving and Fasting.  
These are time-honored and proven methods of deepening our           
experience and knowledge of God and receiving transformation.  I will 
encourage you to try these out in small ways at first and then gradually 
expand your practice of them.  God does provide healing and change in 
peoplesô lives but God does not do their work for them.  We have to 
make an effort and I invite you now to do just that!  You will not regret it!
